and fun.  Bright colors follow Silly Sally as she makes her way to town 
in the silliest way. 
 

 
5. A Wolf Called Mouse by Dick Kingsmith – A  
short chapter book about a mouse that loves music 
and who is called Wolfgang Amadeus Mouse… or Wolf 
for short.
